Gambling with the Law

Section 207 of the Canadian Criminal Code specifies that casinos, whether real or virtual, fall under the consideration of provincial governments and must be managed by these governments.  In Quebec, therefore, websites not governed by Loto-Quebec are deemed illegal.  

Mohawk Internet Technologies, a Kahnawake, Quebec company, and one not under the auspices of Loto-Quebec, is now profiting—tremendously—from a so-called “grey area” or loophole in the law.  Mohawk Internet Technologies is an enormous enterprise, with servers that manage more than 250 gambling sites.   
“The natives are playing the ancestral rights card,” says Mr. Michael D. Lipton, a lawyer who specializes in the law of gambling.  “Games of chance, so they say, are an integral part of their culture, drawing on centuries of tradition, and that’s why they have the right to manage their own casinos.”  

Another grey area is advertising, which, under the law, is seemingly strictly regulated.  The Criminal Code section 206 absolutely forbids gambling advertisements, theoretically on the grounds that these advertisements may encourage people who have addictions to gamble and thus prevent their recovery.  
However, Mohawk Internet Technologies has once again managed to find a grey area, one stemming from the fact that the section only mentions gambling advertisements that mention spending money.  Mohawk’s CD-Rom gives a $250 credit, making it entirely legal.  

“With this credit, people can play without dropping a single dime.  In order to be illegal, the advertisements must incite people to spend.  That’s clearly not what’s happening here,” explains Mr. Lipton.
