Annotated Bibliography

Please note that your bibliography should be in print form.  Emailed electronic copies will not be accepted.  A box will be set up at the circulation desk for your assignments.  
This project should be approximately 8 pages, or 1500 to 2000 words.  

On a legal topic of your choice, select 15 key sources, including both primary and secondary sources, in areas such as Canadian and provincial legislation and jurisprudence, general secondary sources from either the Reserve section or the General section of the Brian Dickson Law Library, American and English sources, government documents, sources from Quebec civil law, etc.    
Please note that, although periodical indexes and case summaries are excellent indexing tools, they are NOT considered sources for the purposes of this bibliography.  

Please also note that, although no print-electronic ratio is specified, some key legal sources are only found in print (for example, Peter Hogg’s Constitutional Law of Canada).  You will be graded on the thoroughness of your research, so bear this fact in mind.  

Cite your source in accordance with the McGill Guide, 7th Edition.  If you cite according to the McGill Guide, 6th Edition, you may lose marks.  
Provide an annotation of 100-150 words following the citation and giving 2-3 sentences about the following:  

-how you found the source (search strategy), including keywords and indexing tools, if any

-a brief summary of the source

-why the source is important to your topic.  

You should imagine that you are writing to an audience to whom your subject is new and who has asked for an explanation of your topic and the key issues involved in your topic.  Give enough of your search strategy so that the audience could find your source.
